'Rani and the Weather Machine'. In the extended
learning activities, Zoe made the weather bag to
simulate the water cycle. The water evaporates,
condenses and falls on the water bad. Why is this
happening? It's because the water in the bag
is being heated up against the sunny window.
That water turns into a gas through the process
called evaporation. In nature, evaporated water
vapor goes into the atmosphere, but in the bag,
it has nowhere to go, so it ends up sticking to
the sides of the bag, turning back into a liquid as
condensation. That condensed water then slides
back into the pool of water below as "rain".

In Ch.5 of Book 2B, the students had
learnt names of weathers, after that they
also read a book called 'Rani and the
Weather Machine'. To further experience the
formation of certain natural phenomenon,
Mike makes the weather bag to simulate the
water cycle. He poured some colored water
into a zipped bag, and then he drew some
clouds and the sun on a piece of paper and
put behind it as the background. Finally,
he hanged the bag with the paper by the
window to let the sun heats the bag and
the water inside it. The water will evaporate,
condense and fall again. With the assistance
of the background we can observe how
does raining happen.
